	How do we do it / obtain it?

Pay the Lord first.
	Ex. 22:29

“I invite you to pay your tithing to the Lord first, before you meet any other financial obligations. … As you place your tithing obligation to the Lord as the first priority of all of your other financial obligations, you will indeed become a witness to the matchless power of the Lord as He opens the windows of heaven and pours out a blessing.”
